Other than the Masses listed above, there are no Masses  

on Holy Thursday, Good Friday or Holy Saturday (the      

Triduum) and no Confessions until after Easter. 

The Parish Office will be closed on Holy Thursday and 

Good Friday. The Adoration Chapel will be closed at 5 PM 

on Holy Thursday and re-open at 5 AM on Easter Sunday. 

Pontifical Good Friday Collection 
Pope Francis has asked our parish to support the Pontifical

This collection benefits the Franciscan Friars who help pre-

serve the sacred shrines of Christianity including Jerusalem, 

Nazareth and Bethlehem in the Holy Land.

Those without a fixed regular place to sleep may be  mov-

ing between several different temporary sites. Due to a series of 

events, including an automobile accident, a mother and her 

adult son are currently homeless and living on Social Security 

Disability Insurance. They are current-

ly staying with various friends as they 

try to find their own affordable hous-

ing in the area. This family reached 

out to St. Vincent de Paul Society for            

assistance with gas for their  vehicle

their gas tank, provide bags of food from the pantry and give 

them an Aldi gift card for fresh produce and dairy items.
