Hermanos y hermanas, el tercer domingo del tiempo pascual la invita-

ción a ser testigos está presente en toda la liturgia de la Palabra.              

Después de la experiencia de los discípulos de Emaús, que reconocen al 

Señor en la fracción del pan, hoy Jesús les dice a los demás discípulos 

que ellos son testigos de todas las cosas que Él había    dicho y hecho. 

     El testigo que quiere Jesús no se basa simplemente en un conocimien-

to intelectual, sino en aquella persona que ha experimentado en su pro-

pia vida la presencia de Dios. Una experiencia con Dios, nos lleva a la 

alegría de querer compartirlo y proclamarlo con todos los demás. 

    El testimonio de lo que debemos compartir no es simplemente una 

idea, una teoría ni mucho menos algo reducido a un sentimentalismo 

histórico de lo que pasó Jesús. El cristiano predica a un Dios que resucitó 

de entre los muertos y nos envía a hacerlo presente en todo momento. 

    Es motivo de alegría que el testimonio cristiano se extienda poco a 

poco, especialmente en nuestros jóvenes. El miércoles pasado más de 

60 jóvenes de nuestra parroquia recibieron el Sacramento de la confir-

mación, el sello del Espíritu Santo que los hace testigos de ese amor de 

Cristo, pero que también los llama a testimoniar con sus propias vidas 

ese Dios vivo que profesa nuestra fe. 

    Durante la celebración de la Semana Santa nuestra parroquia estuvo 

particularmente ocupada, muchas personas, en cada celebración nues-

tro templo parroquial estuvo lleno a su máxima capacidad.

Para hablar de Dios y ser sus testigos, primero debemos ir y hablar con 

Él, dejarnos encontrar por Él. Que Dios nos dé el valor de ser testigos 

valientes de su presencia en el mundo.
