Catholics believe that “the 

Eucharistic presence of Christ begins at the moment of the           

consecration and endures as long as the Eucharistic species  

subsist” (CCC 1377). This means that as long as the Sacred Host 

is intact and possesses the physical properties of bread, 

the  Real Presence of Jesus Christ, body, blood, soul and divinity, 

remain.  Praying before the Eucharist, then, is praying before the 

presence of Jesus Christ.
