Bless Your Home for the New Year 
A tradition for the Feast of the Epiphany is to bless the 

family home. Using chalk, write on the outside of your 

home, above or next to the entrance or the top of the 

door:                     20 + C + M + B + 25 
(2025 being the year and C is for Christus, M for Man-

sionem and B is Benedicat, which means “May Christ 

bless this house,” and also for the first letter of the 

three Magi, Casper, Melchior and Balthazar. Pray the 

following prayer after marking your home’s entrance: 

“Peace be to this house and all who dwell here, in the 

name of the Lord. Blessed be God forever, Lord God of 

heaven and earth, you 

revealed your only begot-

ten Son to every nation by 

the guidance of a star. Fill 

us with the light of Christ, 

that our love for each oth-

er may go out to all. We 

ask this through Christ our 

Lord. Amen.” A wonderful re-enactment of the Christmas Gospel was presented 

at the 4 PM Mass on Christmas Eve. The children did a great job!

Stroke Scan Plus Screening Offered 
Stroke Scan Plus will offer a Stroke, Vascular and Abdominal Ultra-

sound Screening at Holy Apostles on Friday, January 31 and Saturday, 

February 1. The scans will check the carotid arteries in the neck for 

fatty plaque build-up which accounts for 80% of strokes, the ab-

dominal aorta for aneurysms, the thyroid which controls the metabo-

lism for cysts, nodules and enlargements, the liver, gallbladder and 

kidneys for cysts, masses and tumors. 

These screenings are typically not part of annual physicals nor will in-

surance companies pay for them unless your symptomatic. Stroke 

Scan will offer these screenings for $169 for all of them. Health/flex 

savings accounts are accepted. A representative will be here January 

18/19 to answer questions and for registration. Payment is due at day 

of screening. Call 832-437-7355 to make your appointment.
